
What's an OPI?
An Oral Proficiency Interview (OPI) is an objective measure
of your language progress and level developed by the
American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages
(ACTFL). All CET Jordan students complete an OPI as proof
of the oral proficiency gains they have made while abroad.

The ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines are divided into four major
levels (Superior, Advanced, Intermediate, and Novice). Novice,
Intermediate, and Advanced levels are further divided into Low,
Mid, and High sub-levels.
